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Jesus Christ, King of the Universe: May He Rule our
Entire Lives!

Dear brothers and sisters in Christ,

On the last Sunday of our Liturgical Year, the Church rejoices in the
Solemnity of Christ, the King of the Universe. This year, we also
celebrate our parish’s Discipleship of Time and Talent weekend, in which
we respond to the Lord’s call to participate in the life and ministries of
our parish. It is providential that we are celebrating these two important
events on the same day, because they all help us to recognize a
fundamental truth: that Jesus Christ was, is, and will always be the
only Lord and Ruler over everything in our lives.

Pope Pius Xl instituted the feast of Jesus Christ, King of the Universe, in
1925 with his encyclical Quas primas (“In the first”) to respond to
growing materialism, secularism and atheism. As dangerous ideologies
began to spread throughout the world, he saw the need to remind
Christians that while governments and ideologies come and go, Christ
reigns as King forever. Today, in front of us, we sadly see the devastating
consequences of such rampant secularist, atheist materialism on our
families, our schools, our politics, on Church and our society in general.

Atheist materialism is the mentality in which we are living today: people
thinking, acting, marrying, and living as if God didn’t exist. We are invited
to believe that only our material life matters. It is the new religion of
this world, which constantly preaches to us that there are no ultimate
and eternal truths for which to suffer and hope. Secularism has tried to
separate “church” from the rest of our lives. “What happens outside of
‘church’ - the way | vote, my sexuality, and what | do with my time - is
nobody’s business but mine.” Materialism teaches us that there is nothing
in this life except for what we can touch. “Therefore, | need to fend for
myself and my family, because there is nobody else who will provide for me.”

However, the Church comes to teach us the truth: that God
not only exists, but that He has triumphed over every death,
and now reigns as King of the Universe! This is why the readings at
the end of every liturgical year always put us in touch with death: to
remind us that we are just passing in this world; that all of our earthly
securities, our health, and our money, will eventually go away. But, we
have an eternal King who loves and cares for us, and who never
abandons us.

As we also celebrate our Discipleship of Time and Talent weekend, the
Lord comes to liberate us from thinking that there is nothing beyond this
life. This weekend invites us to experience what Jesus proclaims to us in
today’s Gospel: we can experience the joy of eternal life only by
forgetting ourselves, and by serving our neighbor, who is Christ.

A medida que ideologias peligrosas
comenzaron a extenderse por todo el mundo, vio la necesidad de
recordarles a los cristianos que mientras los gobiernos y las ideologias van
y vienen, Cristo reina como Rey para siempre. Hoy, frente a nosotros,
vemos con tristeza las consecuencias devastadoras de un materialismo
secularista y ateo tan rampante en nuestras familias, nuestras escuelas,
nuestra politica, la Iglesia y nuestra sociedad en general.

El materialismo ateo es la mentalidad en la que vivimos hoy: la gente
piensa, actla, se casa y vive como si Dios no existiera. Estamos invitados a
creer que s6lo importa nuestra vida material. Es la nueva religion de
este mundo, que constantemente nos predica que no existen verdades
ultimas y eternas por las cuales sufrir y esperar. El secularismo ha tratado
de separar la “iglesia” del resto de nuestras vidas. “Lo que sucede fuera de
la 'iglesia' (la forma en que voto, mi sexualidad y lo que hago con mi
tiempo) no es asunto de nadie mas que mio”. El materialismo nos ensena
que no hay nada en esta vida excepto lo que podemos tocar. “Por lo
tanto, necesito valerme por mi y por mi familia, porque no hay nadie mas
que pueda mantenerme”.

Sin embargo, la Iglesia viene a enseiiarnos la verdad: que Dios no
s6lo existe, sino que ha triunfado sobre toda muerte, jy ahora
reina como Rey del Universo! Por eso las lecturas al final de cada ano
litirgico nos ponen siempre en contacto con la muerte: para recordarnos
que estamos de paso en este mundo; que todas nuestras seguridades
terrenales, nuestra salud y nuestro dinero tarde o temprano desapareceran.
Pero tenemos un Rey eterno que nos ama y nos cuida, y que nunca nos
abandona.

Mientras también celebramos nuestro fin de semana de Discipulado del
Tiempo y Talento, el Senor viene a liberarnos de pensar que no hay nada
mas alla de esta vida. Este fin de semana nos invita a experimentar lo que
Jesus nos anuncia en el Evangelio de hoy: s6lo podemos experimentar
la alegria de la vida eterna olvidandonos de nosotros mismos y
sirviendo al préjimo, que es Cristo.

Last Sunday in Ordinary Time:
Christ King of the Universe

Festival instituted by Pius Xl in 1925 to
affirm the sovereignty of Christ in our
secularized Society. Previously set on
the last Sunday of October, the new
calendar has placed it more logically on
the last Sunday of Ordinary time, as the
crown and conclusion of the liturgical
year.

Liturgy of the Word:

Ex 34, 11-12, 15-17: God is shepherd
and judge of Israel.

Psalm 22: The Lord is my shepherd.
| Cor 15, 20-26.28: Risen Christ delivers
the kingdom to the Father.
Mt 25, 31-46: The King's last judgment
about love.

Prayerful message:

The prayers present the correct perspective in a biblical-
theological key of the lordship of Christ: cosmic sense of
his royalty, eschatological horizon of his reign, request for
the gifts of peace and unity. The best summary of the
festival is offered by the preface. Christ has been anointed
as king, he has offered himself as a victim on the cross. He
has subdued all things to himself. His kingdom is eternal
and universal, a kingdom of truth and life, holiness and
grace, justice, love and peace.

The festival synthesizes a series of celebrations of the
mystery of Christ as Lord, King, Priest, already contained
in Christmas, Epiphany, Easter, Ascension.

As the last Sunday of the liturgical year, it also presents
the perspective of the Second Coming, of universal
judgment, of the handing over of the kingdom to the
Father so that God may be all in all. It is like the seal of
the liturgical year, it also presents the perspective of the
Second Coming, of universal judgment, of the delivery of
the Kingdom to the Father so that God may be all in all.

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SOLEMNITY OF THE

IMMACULATE CONCEPTION OF
THE BLESSED VIRGIN MARY

Mass: Thursday, December 7th at
6:30pm (anticipatory) and Friday,
December 8th at 6:30am, 12:10pm,
5:30pm (English), 7:30pm (Spanish)

On Thursday, December 8th, we celebrate
the Solemnity of the Immaculate Conception

of the Blessed Virgin Mary. An essential part
of God’s plan for the mother of his Son was that she be conceived free

from Original Sin.

“Through the centuries the Church became ever more aware that
Mary, ‘full of grace’ through God, was redeemed from the moment of her
conception” (CCC, no. 491). In anticipation that she was to bear the Son
of God, Mary was preserved from the time of her conception from
Original Sin. We call this the Immaculate Conception.

No sin would touch her, so that she would be a fitting and worthy
vessel of the Son of God. The Immaculate Conception does not refer to
the virginal conception and birth of Christ, but rather to Mary’s being
conceived without inheriting Original Sin. In the course of time, the
doctrine of the Immaculate Conception became more precisely enunciated,
as its truth—long supported by the universal popular devotion of the

faithful was better understood by deepening theological inquiry.

In 1854, Pope Pius IX proclaimed this dogma infallibly: that is, in his role
as supreme teacher of the Church, he declared that this doctrine is divinely
revealed and must be accepted with faith by the entire Church.

La Inmaculada Concepcion no se
refiere a la concepcion virginal y al nacimiento de Cristo, sino a la
concepcion de Maria sin heredar el Pecado Original.

Con el transcurso del tiempo, la doctrina de la Inmaculada Concepcién
se enuncié con mayor precision, ya que su verdad, respaldada durante
mucho tiempo por la devocién popular universal de los fieles, se entendio
mejor mediante una investigacion teologica mas profunda.

En 1854, el Papa Pio IX proclamé infaliblemente este dogma: es decir,
en su papel de maestro supremo de la Iglesia, declaré que esta doctrina
esta divinamente revelada y debe ser aceptada con fe por toda la Iglesia.
