SEEN AND HAVE BELIEVED".

Dear brothers and sisters,

The icon painted in our Lumen Gentium Room represents the moment when
Jesus appears to the disciples in the Upper Room, the place of the first
Eucharist, for the second time, eight days after He appeared to them for the
first time after his Resurrection when Thomas was absent. It's the moment
when the Risen Lord crosses the locked doors of the disciples’ fears to make
Himself present in the midst of the Christian community, and Thomas is
doing what Jesus tells him: “Eight days later the disciples were in the house
again and Thomas was with them. The doors were closed, but Jesus came in
and stood among them. ‘Peace be with you’, he said. Then he spoke to
Thomas, ‘Put your finger here; look, here are my hands. Give me your hand;
put it into my side. Do not be unbelieving any more but believe™ (Jn 20:26-
27). The center of the icon is Jesus’ wound and the hand of Thomas reaching
out to his wounded side. Jesus is showing Thomas the risen wounds of his
Passion. Jesus’ face is instead blurred and clouded. Since Thomas did not
believe the disciples who told him, “We have seen the Lord” (20:25), now
Jesus shows a new way of looking at reality which is superior to the physical
one, and is able to help all unbelievers.

The new supernatural vision of Faith is superior to our physical sight based
on appearances. Why are we and many other people we know unbelieving? In
many ways we have not felt loved, and like Thomas, have separated ourselves
from God and from his Church. How can we see Christ today? Touching his
risen wounds in our sufferings and in those suffering next to us gives us Faith,
and makes us see his redeeming presence in our human wounds.
Paradoxically, when Christ’s face is most blurred, Thomas is able to acquire
the deeper vision of reality through Faith, and he exclaims: “My Lord and my
God!”

Contemplating the scene on the other side of Jesus is Peter and his brother,
Andrew, with the rest of the disciples. We are also together with them
participating in the Faith of the Church, as Jesus says: “Blessed are those who
have not seen and have believed” (20:29b). Today’s disciples are united as
one, not by the physical vision of Christ, but by the experience of Faith.
That's why this is an ecumenical icon, representing the apostles who
evangelized the Western world with Peter at the right, and those who went
to the East led by Thomas at the left. This icon is inspired in the school of the
Russian iconographer Dionisius the Wise (1440-1502). He worked on this
icon together with his sons and disciples. The figures on his icons are
exaggeratedly elongated, and the faces are serene and peaceful. The bodies
are ten times larger than the heads, instead of seven times as the rest of the
icons. The apostles are touching heaven.

This apparition of Jesus is essential for the foundation of the Church
yesterday, today and until the Last Day. The disciples were discouraged and
afraid and Christ came to give them courage and Faith in Him.

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DOMINGO DE LA DIVINA MISERICORDIA:
“DICHOSOS LOS QUE CREEN SIN HABER VISTO".

Queridos hermanos y hermanas,

El icono pintado en nuestra Sala Lumen Gentium representa el momento en
que JesuUs se aparece a los discipulos en el Cenaculo, lugar de la primera
Eucaristia, por segunda vez, ocho dias después de que se les aparecié por
primera vez después de su Resurreccion, cuando Tomas estuvo ausente.
Es el momento en que el Sehor Resucitado cruza las puertas cerradas de
los miedos de los discipulos para hacerse presente en medio de la
comunidad cristiana, y Tomas hace lo que Jesus le dice: “Ocho dias
después, estaban reunidos los discipulos a puerta cerrada y Tomas estaba
con ellos. Jesus se presentd de nuevo en medio de ellos y les dijo: “La paz
esté con ustedes”. Luego le dijo a Tomas: “Aqui estdn mis manos; acerca
tu dedo. Trae aca tu mano; métela en mi costado y no sigas dudando, sino
cree” (Jn 20,26-27). El centro del icono es la herida de Jesus y la mano de
Tomas extendiéndose hacia su costado herido. Jesis muestra a Tomas las
llagas resucitadas de su Pasion. En cambio, el rostro de JesUs esta borroso
y nublado. Como Tomas no creyd a los discipulos que le dijeron: “Hemos
visto al Sefor” (20,25), ahora Jesis muestra una nueva manera de mirar la
realidad, superior a la fisica, y capaz de ayudar a todos los que no creen.

La nueva vision sobrenatural de la Fe es superior a nuestra vision fisica
basada en las apariencias. ;Por qué nosotros y muchas otras personas que
conocemos no somos creyentes! En muchos sentidos no nos hemos
sentido amados y, como Tomas, nos hemos separado de Dios y de su
Iglesia. ;Como podemos ver a Cristo hoy? Tocando sus llagas resucitadas
en nuestros sufrimientos y en los que sufren a nuestro lado nos da Fe, y
nos hace ver su presencia redentora en nuestras heridas humanas.
Paradodjicamente, cuando el rostro de Cristo esta mas desdibujado, Tomas
logra adquirir la vision mas profunda de la realidad a través de la Fe, y
exclama: “iSenor mio y Dios mio!”

Contemplando la escena al otro lado de Jesus estan Pedro y su hermano
Andrés, con el resto de los discipulos. También estamos junto a ellos
participando de la Fe de la Iglesia, como dice Jesus: “Dichosos los que
creen sin haber visto” (20,29b). Los discipulos de hoy estan unidos como
uno solo, no por la vision fisica de Cristo, sino por la experiencia de la fe.
Por eso se trata de un icono ecuménico, que representa a los apostoles
que evangelizaron el mundo occidental con Pedro a la derecha y los que
fueron a Oriente guiados por Tomas a la izquierda. Este icono esta
inspirado en la escuela del icondgrafo ruso Dionisio el Sabio (1440-1502).
Trabajé en este icono junto con sus hijos y discipulos. Las figuras de sus
iconos son exageradamente alargadas y los rostros son serenos vy
pacificos. Los cuerpos son diez veces mas grandes que las cabezas, en lugar
de siete veces como el resto de iconos. Los apodstoles estan tocando el
cielo.
